We appreciate this may cause major disruption to local journeys. Our number one priority is your safety and we thank you for
your patience and cooperation while we get on with the works as quickly as possible.

FAQS:

Why do you have to close the road right before Easter?

We have to close the road before Easter to prepare the ground around the rail track so we can move the tracks over what’s
called the Block of Line Period. The Block of Line is a 36-hour window where KiwiRail have no trains running and we are allowed
to work on the tracks.

Why can’t you put traffic through work site?

As soon as we move the track we take away the signalised level crossing and don’t replace it.

Why? Because we’re building a bridge to take the traffic and pedestrians over the rail and expressway. We need to keep
everyone safe. Live train tracks and a working civil construction site present high risk situations which are managed by strict
controls for the people working in, and living around them.

Why can’t County Road be two-way?
Because the County Road intersection with SH1 does not allow safe turning for two-way traffic. We also need to provide safe
pedestrian access and County Road does not have enough space for two-way traffic and a safe pedestrian passage.

Why will it take so long?
Seven months isn’t very long to build a bridge. We'll be working as quickly as possible to get the job done and minimise
disruption. We can work much faster with the public diverted away from our works.
